Orchestra and Lessons
Harmonia—A beginning string instrument experience for students entering
grades 2-4. Students with no previous experience will have the choice to play
violin, viola, cello, or bass. Through weekly group lessons and orchestra
rehearsals students learn how to play their instrument with a strong emphasis
on individual attention. Tuition includes weekly group lesson and rehearsal,
all books and materials, and a minimum of 2 public performances. (Average
grades: 2-4)

Preludio—A string orchestra and group lesson program for students at the
beginner to intermediate levels (2-3 years of study). This orchestra will focus
on the basic fundamentals of ensemble playing and more difficult note reading
rhythmically and harmonically. Students may register for rehearsal only, if
they are taking other private/group lessons. Tuition includes weekly lesson
and rehearsal, all books and materials, and a minimum of 2 public
performances. (Average grades: 3-6)

orchestra will focus on literature selected from standard string orchestra
repertoire. (Average grades 8-12)

to join the Concertino Orchestra. This orchestra will give dedicated students a
chance to solo with the orchestra on concertos and will perform standard
chamber orchestra literature. (Average grades 10-12)
